The Cambridge Science Festival Guidelines

Art/Creative Writing Entries: Students are invited to submit original artwork or an original piece of
creative writing addressing this year’s Curiosity Challenge. Creative writing can be a poem, short

story or an essay (maximum of 500 words). All two-dimensional artwork is acceptable such as drawing,
painting, photography and computer generated work (must fit on a 9” x 12” page). Artwork/writing
combinations are also acceptable.

We will not be able to return the artwork. By entering the challenge you are giving
The Cambridge Science Festival permission to reprint the entries on the website and in printed
material.

All submissions must include:

Student’s name, home address, telephone number, school, grade number, and teacher’s name(s) and library branch
used. (See attached page to photocopy and cut out for students). We would appreciate a title for the work. If a
student has a multiple page entry, please staple these pages together with the student’s name on each

page. All artwork should fit on a 9” x 12” page. Bold colors in artwork are most effective and

reproduce best (markers work well).

Deadlines: All artwork and writing entries are due no later than **Friday, February 12, 2010 **
Students may submit entries to any Cambridge Public Library branch or to their teachers, who
should then forward submissions to P.A. d’Arbeloff at the Cambridge Science Festival.

Curiosity Awards: Students who dare to join the Curiosity Challenge will receive tickets to the
Celebration/awards ceremony on Sunday May 2. Student entries will be displayed and awards will be
distributed. Participant’s families will be included in the celebration and brunch will be served.
